Course Requirements

Students will write two carefully crafted 5-page papers during the quarter (1,500 words maximum). The first is due 25 Oct. at 5pm; the second is due 17 Nov. at 5pm.  Paper topics will be handed out two weeks before each paper is due. There will also be a cumulative final exam on all the assigned readings. The first paper will count for 25% of the grade and second for 35%.  The final will count for 40%.  If there is a TA (and it seems likely at this point, given the enrollment, that there will be one), these assignments and thus the elements of grading may change a bit (e.g. there may be some section assigments), but the overall workload will be the same.  You’ll just have the added benefit of a TA.
Students may share notes and may work together on the paper assignments, but all written work that is submitted for grading must be each student’s own work and may only be shared after all students have turned in the assignment and received grades.
